Aim

This course offers an introduction to the cinema of director Kurosawa Akira
who remains one of the greatest film directors in cinema history bridging the
post-WWII gap between East and West in a prolific career spanning over
fifty years. In this course we will not only focus on the so called period films
(jidai geki) and contemporary films (gendai geki) directed by Kurosawa but
also on the historical and socio-cultural context of his films. Kurosawa's
films, made between 1943 and 1993, reflect (among other things) on the
ethical options available to mankind. The goal of this course will be to come
to a better understanding of Kurosawa's films specifically, and the way we
view "Japanese" (or "foreign") films in general. Students should also learn to
read formal and historical aspects of films and develop the ability to talk
about films in critical terms.

Class description

The course will mainly focus on selected films of director Kurosawa
Akira, his films main themes and motifs, his film-style, his influences and
legacy. Subject of discussions will also be the historical and socio-cultural
background of his works. Kurosawa's Shakespeare adaptations and
remakes of Kurosawa's films will be part of our discussions, too. We will
also dedicate time to various actors who repeatedly appear in his films,
like Mifune Toshiro, Shimura Takashi, Nakadai Tatsuya, Sugimura
Haruko and others. This course will be conducted entirely in English!
